Background

 2011 marks the 25th anniversary of the 1986 Chernobyl nuclear power plant accident – an environmental disaster affecting millions of people throughout Europe – . It seems appropriate to review and reflect on what has been learned about radiation risks for individuals exposed in early life as well as at later ages, and to suggest the scientific and public health issues we might focus on in the future, particularly in light of the accident that has happened in the Fukushima power plant following the earthquake and tsunami of March 2011.

The session with include 5 presentations by an international group of speakers who have been significantly involved in Chernobyl research to date and a Summary and Discussion session in which the EU supported Strategic Research Agenda for Research on Chernobyl Health will be briefly outlined and discussed. We believe the material presented, which will include the latest results, lessons learned, and directions for the future, will be both relevant and of great interest to environmental epidemiologists.
